     PICKLED CARROT SALAD 

[This was such a treat at the October meet-

ing that I asked Sylvia is she would share 

the recipe.] 

 

2lbs carrots (sliced and cooked without salt 

and well drained, I steam mine) 

1 green pepper, chopped 

1 medium onion, thinly sliced 

1 can condensed tomato soup 

1t. Worcester sauce 

1t. dry mustard 

1/2 cup sugar 

3/4 cup vinegar (Cider or Wine) 

1/2 cup salad oil (Crisco, etc. I have never 

used olive oil, but I think it would be OK) 

 

1. Combine liquids mustard and sugar in large 

bowl, stirring well. 

2. Stir in carrots, green pepper and onion. 

3. Cover bowl and place in refrigerator at least 

overnight. It will keep longer.

 DID YOU KNOW? 

 

Did you know that chrysanthemums origi-

nally came from China and have been culti-

vated for centuries?  ―Chrysanthemum‖ 

comes from two Greek words, meaning 

―golden flower.‖  Confucius wrote about the 

golden chrysanthemum over 500 years before 

Christ was born.  Sometime around the fifth 

century, a Chinese scholar and botanist by the 

name of T‘ao Yuan Ming was breeding chry-

santhemums and developing new species. 

 

Over the years, the chrysanthemum made its 

way to Japan.  In the year 797, the ruler of 

Japan made this flower his personal emblem.  

He issued a decree that only royalty could use 

the flower and that only gardens and nobles 

could cultivate the plant.  Viewing the plants 

at the Imperial Chrysanthemum Gardens was 

the social ambition of the elite. 

 

In the year 910, it became the national flower 

of Japan.  Through the years, many dramatic 

forms and colors of the plant were developed.  

In 1876, the emperor created the Order of the 

Chrysanthemum, the highest honor one could 

receive.  Not until World War II did these 

rules change in Japan, to include the ordinary 

individual in the viewing, buying and grow-

ing of this beautiful plant. 

 

Meanwhile, however, the plant was making 

its way around other parts of the world,—to 

England, France, and Holland— although it 

didn‘t seem to gain much interest until about 

200 years ago.  Many varieties were imported 

through the East India Company.  A National 

Chrysanthemumn Society was formed in 

England in 1846 when nearly 4000 varieties 

were available. 

 

The first chrysanthemum to reach America 

arrived in 1798.  By 1840, about forty varie-

ties were available to the general public for 

use in American gardens.  Although they 

were gaining in popularity and were available 

as cut flowers throughout the later part of the 

19th century, most varieties had to be grown 

in the greenhouse or conservatory.  At about 

the turn of the 20th century, nurserymen in 

America began in earnest to produce plants 

that were garden hardy and would survive 

our cold winters and hot summers. 

 

The Chrysanthemum Society of America was 

founded and held its first exhibit in 1902.  

Interest has continued to this day, and these 

are now more than 160 species of this plant 

and thousands of varieties to choose from.  It 

is the number one cut flower in the United 

States and keeps gaining in popularity.
